Intermediate Uzbek

COURSE OUTLINE

Obijectives: To provide the student with advanced linguistic skills to communicate
orally and in writing if placed in an environment where only Uzbek is
spoken, and to be able successfully to use Uzbek language written sources
in an academic context. The goal is to have students reach from level 3-4
to proficiency level 5 in speaking, writing, reading, and listening.
Pronunciation will be stressed throughout the course. Regular use will be
made of audio and video materials.
